Value of Scholarship:

The Hillsborough County CattleWomen will be awarding one $500.00 scholarship
to a graduating senior and one scholarship to a student currently attending
college. The Hillsborough County Cattlemen will also award one scholarship in
the amount of $500.00 to a student currently enrolled in a Post High School
Educational Program. This scholarship may be awarded more than one
time if applicant is qualified.

Requirements:

1. Applicant must be a current member of the Hillsborough County Jr.
Cattlemen’s Association or the Florida Jr. Cattlemen’s Association.

2. Applicant must also be a current Hillsborough County Resident or if
Attending college, applicant must have been a active 4-H or FFA
Club member in Hillsborough County.

ADMINSTRATION:
The scholarship will be administered by a committee; consisting of
representatives from the Hillsborough County Cattlewomen's Association.

AWARDING OF SCHOLARSHIP:

Scholarship winners will be announced at the annual Hillsborough County Fair
Awards Programs. The scholarship will not be paid until a letter of enroliment
and a current schedule from the school they are attending is submitted to the
Hillsborough County CattleWomen. The initial collection of scholarship must be
within two years of high school graduation.

STEPS FOR APPLYING

1. Type or print application form.

2. Submit at least 3 recommendation letters addressed to the Hillsborough County
cattlewomen's Scholarship Committee, from any community or organizational leaders.
Your high school principal, college dean, employer (s), guidance counselors, minister or
student may provide these club advisors, among others.

3. Submit the most up-to-date transcript available at the time of the application deadline.
Include a copy of college transcripts to date.
4, Submit typed essay at least 250 words, but not more than 500 words, explaining your

college ambitions, tentative career plans, and any arrangements you may have already
made this regard. The essay should sell you as the best candidate to receive the
scholarship award.



Submit a listing of your high school and college extra-curricular clubs and activities. Be
sure to include names and current phone numbers or advisors, principals, or other for
verification purposes.

Submit a listing of your scholarship achievements (honors and awards), agriculture
activities (FFA, 4-H), part-time and or summer employment, including responsibilities,
and any other special awards or activities from your high school and college years.
